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Sometimes, though, you’ll need to adjust the goal itself.

Once all the hard work of budgeting and saving is accom-
plished, the next step is to put your hard work into place, and
stick to it. The good thing is, once saving becomes part of your
routine, money will begin to accumulate, and in less time than
you’d think, too, through the power of compound interest. Even
at just $1 a day, saving that money with a mere 4 percent interest
rate will yield $1,929 after just five years. In thirty years, that
amount grows to $21,169.

If you continue to set savings goals, these amounts will grow
fueling more and more of the dreams you have for the future.
And, in turn, it will also allow you to start making financial sav-
ings plans that can significantly improve your chances of living a
comfortable lifestyle, all the way to retirement. Who would have
thought a simple thing like actually saving could have so many
benefits? SS

In my job, | am asked a lot of questions about problems
people have with plants and ideas they have for their landscapes
and gardens.

As we begin the new year, here is my list of four resolutions
to help make your landscape and garden more enjoyable and
productive in 2012.

1. Get those pesky landscape and lawn weeds under control.

Believe it or not, the middle of winter may be the perfect
opportunity to do this. Applying pre-emergent herbicides is an
easy way to control many annual weeds that will start to gemi-
nate in our landscape and lawn early this spring. Always read
and follow the label instructions.

Several different compounds will do the job. If you want
to stay organic, corn gluten meal is an effective alternative to
synthetics. If you are planning on doing any direct seeding of
the garden or lawn, pay particular attention to application tim-
ing. Pre-emergent herbicides will also block the germination and
growth of plants you may be starting in the garden from seed.

2. If you are not already a member, join your local garden
club to learn what everyone is else is doing. It’s never too late
